




General Terms and Conditions

§1 (Subject of the General Terms and Conditions)
Subject of the following General Terms and Conditions is the contract about the activity of PIJU- Perfect Image Jung (hereinafter referred to as Piju), which
PIJU carries out in the fields of marketing consulting, advertising planning, advertising design and advertising mediation for other companies or other
clients.

1st Conclusion of Contract
For contracts with PIJU these terms and conditions apply exclusively. Deviating regulations in the general
General Terms and Conditions of the Principal/Customer are therefore expressly contradicted. Regulations other than those contained herein will only
become effective with our express written acknowledgement. These General Terms and Conditions shall also apply to future business relations, even if
they are not expressly agreed again. Verbal collateral agreements are invalid. Changes of the conditions, including this written form clause, as well as the
agreement of delivery dates or deadlines, which can be agreed upon bindingly, require the confirmation in
written form by PIJU . PIJU carefully researches and calculates for its work. Therefore, the Principal/Customer is bound to his order. If PIJU does not refuse
acceptance within 5 days after receipt of the order, the confirmation is considered as given.

2. offer City Flyer
PIJU's offer includes the design of a layout or a print-ready template, the printing of the City Flyer specified in the
and the delivery of the 330 CityFlyers to the client/customer.

3. obligation to perform and deliver
Compliance with a performance deadline is dependent on the timely provision of processable data (images and graphics as well as meaningful texts)
online via the website www.cityFlyer.eu/Daten. If the delivery possibility depends on the supply by a pre-supplier and if this supply fails for reasons for which
we are not responsible, we are entitled to withdraw from the contract. The Customer is then not entitled to compensation for damages for this reason. PIJU
is only entitled to partial delivery, insofar as this is reasonable for the Customer.

4. preparation of the creation
The Customer provides data in a commercially available format before the beginning of the order processing by PIJU, unless other agreements have been
made. The data is submitted by data transmission (e-mail). If the Customer does not provide any specific requirements or does not make any selection
regarding images and text, PIJU is given absolutely free hand in the artistic design, or text selection. The artistic performances created by PIJU are all
artistic works in the sense of the art copyright. PIJU has the right to free design in artistic and technical execution within the concrete execution of the
order. In case of dissatisfaction, there is always the possibility of cancellation, reduction or rectification before printing. This also applies to any
typographical or formal errors. The client/customer must accept and acknowledge the layout before Duck.

§2 (Terms of payment)
1. prices and payment
The prices do not include the statutory sales tax. Shipping/freight costs, courier services and other ancillary services are included in the price
included in the price, unless otherwise agreed. Payment shall be made immediately upon receipt of the invoice without any deduction.
be made. Any discount agreement does not apply to freight, postage, insurance or other shipping costs. The invoice will be issued under the day of the
conclusion of the contract. Since the City Flyer is an extraordinary preliminary work, the invoice amount is due before the start of printing, within 8 days
after the conclusion of the contract. If the fulfillment of the payment claim is endangered due to a significant deterioration in the financial circumstances
of the client that becomes known after the conclusion of the contract, the contractor can demand advance payment, withhold goods that have not yet
been delivered, as well as stop further work. The Contractor shall also be entitled to these rights if the Client is in default of payment for deliveries based on
the same legal relationship. Sketches, drafts, sample typesetting, sample prints, proofs, changes to supplied/transferred data and similar preliminary work,
dummy work, illustrations, which are initiated by the Client, shall be charged in full in this case.

2. additional services / additional costs
Additional services which are not included in the price list or the offer shall be remunerated separately. This shall apply in particular to additional expenses
as a result of

a) the presentation of data in non-digitalized form,
b) necessary and reasonable use of third-party services,
c) expenses for license management,
d) commissioned testing, research services and legal audits, and
e) services rendered outside business hours.

Incidental costs incurred as a result of the order (e.g. material and laboratory costs, model fees, props and special equipment rental, fees for speakers
and/or vocalists, image synchronization, travel expenses, out-of-pocket expenses) shall generally be borne by the client. Speakers, vocalists and/or
musicians shall be engaged exclusively in the name of, on behalf of and for the account of the Client.

§3 (Presentations)
The development of conceptual and creative proposals by PIJU with the goal of concluding a contract with the Advertiser takes place, notwithstanding
deviating regulations in individual cases, against payment of the fee agreed upon with the Client/Customer for this purpose.
fee agreed upon with the Client/Customer.

§4 (Loyalty to the Client)
The fiduciary relationship with the Client obligates PIJU to provide objective advice that is focused solely on the Client's objectives. This applies in particular
to questions of media use and the selection of third party companies and persons by PIJU, e.g. in the area of advertising media production. If the client/
principal has not expressly reserved a right of co-determination, the selection of third parties is made in compliance with the principle of a balanced
relationship between economic efficiency and the best possible success in the sense of the advertiser.

§5 (Obligation of Secrecy)
PIJU is obligated to maintain secrecy of all business secrets of the Principal that become known to it in the course of the cooperation. Insofar as it uses
third parties to fulfill its tasks, PIJU hereby obligates them to exercise the same care. The obligation to maintain secrecy also exists beyond the duration of
the cooperation.

§6 (Copyright and rights of use)
As the author, PIJU is the sole owner of all exploitation rights to its work, in particular illustrations/design and artistic works. PIJU transfers to the Principal rights
of use under copyright law for the contractually agreed purpose. The transfer of further rights of use (e.g. spatially, factually, or temporally unlimited rights
of use) requires a special agreement.
agreement. The transfer of copyrighted rights of use to third parties requires the written consent of PIJU. Any agreements to the contrary must also be in
writing. When using its work, PIJU is entitled to be named as the author. Any kind of duplication or reproduction on other image carriers - as far as it goes
beyond the contractually agreed use - requires the consent of PIJU.

§7 (severability clause)
Should individual provisions of this contract be invalid or unenforceable or become invalid or unenforceable after conclusion of the contract, this shall not
affect the validity of the remainder of the contract. The invalid or unenforceable provision shall be replaced by a valid and enforceable provision the
effects of which come closest to the economic objective pursued by the contracting parties with the invalid or unenforceable provision. The above
provisions shall apply mutatis mutandis in the event that the contract proves to be
contract proves to be incomplete.
